2The sense of smell is very important for animals because it helps them find food. know danger
and know other members of the same species. However, when humans developed higher brain
abilities, such as language, the sense of smell became less important for survival. This is why
humans only have about 20 million smell receptors whereas some animals have 220 million
receptors. So, why are our smell memories strong? The answer is in our physiology. We usually
have strong emotional responses to smell memories because of olfactory cortex where our sense
of smell lives in.
